What would the traffic impact be?

What demands would be placed on municipal security and safety services?

What would the likely impacts on public health be?

What would the likely impacts on viewsheds and cultural resources be?

Would it be consistent with long-term community goals?

What would the impacts on quality of life be?
Natural Resource Base

How would the project affect wildlife and wildlife habitat?

What is the projected noise impact?

What is the projected impact of lighting?

Would there be hazardous or toxic materials involved?

What would the impact on air quality be?

What quantities of what pollutants would be released into the atmosphere? At what temperature?

Would any water be required? Where would it come from? Would it need to be treated before being discharged? Where would it be released? At what temperature?

Is there an adequate supply of the resource available without compromising the health of the natural environment?
Is there a guarantee that all resources would come from operations using Best Management Practices?

What is the radius of the proposed fuel supply area?

Would the project be a good fit in a broader regional plan for use of the resource?
