REGISTRATION FORM & GUIDELINES 2010-2011

MISSION: To provide, develop and maintain the Growing Together Community Garden space with and for Hinesburg residents who want to grow their own carefully tended organic vegetables for their families, friends, neighbors and the Hinesburg Food Shelf.
Please read the guidelines below and sign page 2 if you agree to abide by them:​​

· ​​​I understand that by registering, I will have one 12’x12’ garden space with two 12’ x 4’ raised beds with wood sides.  I understand there is a registration fee ($25 first year/$10 subsequent years).  Note: if the fee is a financial hardship, speak to the Garden Coordinator to discuss a solution.
· I understand and agree that I will make every effort to come to the garden on Thursday evenings sometime between 5pm and 8pm to plant, water, weed, and/or harvest to help to develop the “COMMUNITY” aspect of the Community Garden.  Thursday is the pre-selected night due to the food shelf accepting fresh produce on Friday morning.  Being at the garden other nights is highly encouraged, and another “COMMUNITY” night might be established as “Plan B” for gardeners who have conflicts on Thursdays.  Note: 100% attendance is not realistic due to vacations and other conflicts, but at least a 50% attendance rate is the expectation.
· I understand and agree that there may be times I will be asked to attend garden meetings or to work with others on group projects to benefit the garden.  There is likely to be a meeting at the beginning of the garden season and one at the end.  Examples of projects are preparing the soil, fixing the garden fence, repairing the compost bins, etc.
· I agree to plant only organic, non-genetically modified (GM) seeds and/or grow only organic plants.  Vegetables and flowers are encouraged.  I further agree to use only organic herbicides, pesticides, and fertilizers if needed.

· I agree to use water sparingly and mulch crops to keep soil moist.  I agree to keep rain barrel full and to return the hose after use.

· I agree to have my garden planted by June 1st and cleaned up, with plant structures taken down, by November 1st (cool weather crops may remain if tended).  I will not compost plants with Blight or Mildew, but will use plastic bags provided for that purpose.

· I agree to keep my garden neat, with weeds under control, and with plants kept within the confines of my garden.  This includes weed free and mulched pathways around my garden.

· I agree to remove any trash I bring on-site (trash barrels not provided).

· I agree to supply my own tools (some are available for sharing on-site), seeds and plants. 

· I agree to park behind the church or in the Parsonage driveway.  [SHOULD THIS SAY SAHRA & GINNY’S DRIVEWAY?]
· I agree to supervise children with me at all times.
